Fashion - Vocabulary
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button: a small, round object used to fasten
clothing (noun or verb)

He buttoned up the buttons on his shirt.




zipper: something on clothing or bags that you can
slide up or down to open or close them (noun)

He pulled up the zipper on his swimming shirt
to close it.




pocket: a small bag or pouch on clothing to
hold small items (noun)

She put some pretty flowers in her pocket.

This shop had a magical
coat with lots of buttons,

pockets, and a zipper. It was a
very special coat because it
could change into any outfit
the person wearing it wanted.
